(FIL). This FIL must be used inside the road-cases for transportation.

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FIXTURE INSTALLATION
PAN AND TILT LOCK

Please note that this fixture features separate manual locks for both the pan and tilt movement. Both
locks should be engaged during shipping, transporation, and installation in order to keep the fixture
head secured in place and avoid damage.

Always make sure to release both locks before powering on and operating the fixture.

The location of the pan and tilt locks are illustrated below:
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FIXTURE INSTALLATION

When installing the unit, the trussing or area of installation must be able to hold 10 times the weight without
any deformation. During installation, the unit must be secured with a secondary safety attachment, such
as an appropriately rated safety cable. Never stand directly below the unit when mounting, removing,
or servicing the unit.

Overhead mounting requires extensive experience, including calculating working load limits, installation
material being used, and periodic safety inspection of all installation material and unit. If you lack these
qualifications, do not attempt the installation yourself.

NOTE: These installations should be checked by a skilled person once a year.

The fixture is fully operational in three different mounting positions: hanging upside-down, mounted
sideways on trussing, or set on a flat level surface. Be sure this fixture is kept at least 0.2m (8in.) away
from any flammable materials (decoration etc.). Always use an appropriately rated safety cable as a
safety measure to prevent accidental damage and/or injury in the event the clamp fails. Never use the
carrying handles for secondary attachment.

Insert an M12 screw through the hole of a mounting clamp, then fit an Omega bracket over
the screw and secure in place with an M12 washer and nut. Insert the quick-lock fasteners of
the Omega holder into the respective holes of the adjustable mounting bracket. Tighten the
quick-lock fasteners fully clockwise. PLEASE NOTE THAT TWO OMEGA BRACKET AND
TWO MOUNTING CLAMP ARE REQUIRED TO SECURELY INSTALL THIS FIXTURE. Pull
the safety-cable through the opening located on the bottom of the unit and over the trussing

system or a safe fixation spot. Insert the end in the carabiner and tighten the safety screw.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION

POTENTIAL INTERNAL FIXTURE DAMAGE FROM EXTERNAL SOURCES OF LIGHT BEAMS

External sources of light beams from direct sunlight, lighting moving head fixtures, and lasers, which
are focused directly towards the exterior housing and/or penetrate the front lens opening of ADJ lighting
fixtures, can cause severe internal damage including burning to optics, dichroic color filters, glass
and metal gobos, prisms, animation wheels, frost filters, iris, shutters, motors, belts, wiring, discharge
lamps, and LEDs.

This issue is not specific only to ADJ lighting fixtures, it is a common issue with lighting fixtures from alll
manufacturers. Although there is no true way to fully prevent this issue from happening, the guidelines
below can prevent any potential damage from occurring if followed. Contact ADJ Service for more details.

DO NOT EXPOSE THE FIXTURE AND/OR FRONT LENS OPENING TO LIGHT BEAMS FROM
DIRECT SUNLIGHT, OTHER LIGHTING MOVING HEAD FIXTURES, AND LASERS WHILE
UNPACKING, INSTALLATION, USE, AND EXTENDED IDLE TIMES OUTDOORS.

DONOTFOCUSALIGHT BEAMFROM ONE LIGHTING FIXTURE DIRECTLY TOWARDS ANOTHER.

REMOTE DEVICE MANAGEMENT (RDM)

NOTE: In order for RDM to work properly, RDM enabled equipment must be used throughout
the entire system, including DMX data splitters and wireless systems.

Remote Device Management (RDM) is a protocol that sits on top of the DMX512 data standard for
lighting, and allows the DMX systems of the fixtures to be modified and monitored remotely. This
protocol is ideal for instances in which a unit is installed in a location that is not easily accessible.

With RDM, the DMX512 system becomes bi-directional, allowing a compatible RDM enabled con-
troller to send out a signal to devices on the wire, as well as allowing the fixture to respond (known
as a GET command). The controller can then use its SET command to modify settings that would
typically have to be changed or viewed directly via the unit’s display screen, including the DMX Ad-
dress, DMX Channel Mode, and Temperature Sensors.

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SYSTEM MENU

The fixture includes an easy to navigate system menu. The control panel located on the front of the
fixture, provides access to the main system menu and is where all necessary system adjustments are
made to the fixture. During normal operation, pressing MODE button once will access the fixture’s main
menu. Once in the main menu you can navigate through the different functions and access the sub-
menus with the UP, DOWN, RIGHT, and LEFT buttons. Once you reach a field that requires adjusting,
press the ENTER button to activate that field and use the UP and DOWN buttons to adjust the field.
Pressing the ENTER button once more will confirm your setting. You may exit the main menu at any
time without making any adjustments by pressing the MODE button.

NOTE: To access the LCD Menu Control Display via the internal battery, press and hold the MODE
button for 10 seconds. The LCD Menu Control Display will shut OFF automatically about 1 minute from
the last button press.

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FAN MODES AND LOW NOISE OPERATION

The Focus Flex L19 is a high-performance fixture suited for multiple applications. For noise critical
environments such as Theater, Opera or Orchestra Halls, it offers various fan operation modes which
remove any distraction for the audience and performers. Fan Modes can be changed remotely via the
DMX control channel, allowing the fixture to offer high output or whisper silent operation at a moment’s
notice. All Fan Modes smoothly transition over a brief time, preventing unwanted attraction to the fixture.
Auto (Default)—Fans only run at the speeds needed to keep the LED engine within a safe temperature
range and ensures optimal performance of the fixture. If possible, they will turn-off, for example, when
the fixture is dimmed to a low intensity. Fans sense the ambient and fixture temperature, and will always
try to keep noise levels to a minimum. The fixture output will only reduce when the LED engine cannot
be cooled down to its safe operating range due to high ambient temperature. NOTE: Recommended

for daily operation.

High—Fan speeds are increased throughout for the most efficient cooling of the fixture. This mode
will increase wear on the fans and should only be utilized in exceptional circumstances. Fans will
always run, even if the fixture is dimmed down. Fixture output is kept at 100% unless the LED engine
temperature reaches an unsafe temperature at which point the fixture will reduce power carefully to
ensure continued safe operation. This mode is only required in very high ambient temperatures when

automatic fan speed adjustments are not desired.

Low — In this mode the fixture reduces fan speeds throughout for a lower noise profile of the fixture.
This mode should be sufficient for most uses where lower noise is required. The fixture output is

reduced to about 80%.

Mute— Running the fixture in MUTE mode reduces the fixture to about 25% output, and all fans are

off. The fixture is totally silent.
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WIRELESS DMX

BEFORE SETTING THE WIRELESS CHANNEL ON ANY WIRELESS DMX FIXTURE,
MAKE SURE THE SOURCE WIRELESS DMX TRANSCEIVER DEVICE IS OFF.

With this feature you are able to control the unit with DMX without the use of XLR cables. Your DMX
controller must be connected to a ADJ Wireless DMX Transceiver to use this function. Effective
range is up to 2500 feet/760 meters (open line of sight).

Ensure the source Wireless DMX Transceiver device is powered OFF.

2. Power ON the fixture and using the control panel scroll to the PERSONALITY menu and press

ENTER. Use the UP and DOWN buttons to highlight the WIRELESS DMX SETTINGS submenu
and press ENTER.

Using the UP and DOWN buttons, highlight ENABLE WIRELESS DMX. Press the ENTER button
to toggle between On and Off. Press ENTER so that “On” is displayed.

Next highlight SET WIRELESS DMX CHANNEL and press ENTER. Use the UP and DOWN
buttons to find your desired Wireless DMX address and press ENTER to confirm.

NOTE: Erratic fixture movement may occur if other Wireless DMX products are in use in the
same area and are using the same Wireless DMX channel. When Wireless DMX is enabled, the
fixture may immediately start to respond to the DMX wireless signal from another wireless DMX
Transceiver. Make sure to know what wireless DMX channels are being used in the area where
the fixture is being used.

ADJ WIRELESS DMX TRANSCEIVER only has 0-14 wireless channels, NO CH 15.

Set your desired DMX address in the DMX ADDRESS submenu of the DMX SETTINGS main
system menu. Set your desired DMX channel mode in the DMX CHANNEL MODE submenu of
the DMX SETTINGS main system menu.

Repeat this process for all Wireless DMX compatible fixtures in the wireless DMX network,
making sure all fixtures are assigned the same wireless DMX channel.

. After all fixtures in the wireless DMX network have been set to the same wireless DMX channel

and powered ON, power ON the source Wireless DMX Transceiver device.
Test all fixtures connected to the wireless DMX network to confirm proper functionality.
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WIRELESS DMX

WIRELESS DMX INSTALLATION GUIDELINES
For best results, position the fixture so that the display screen is oriented in the direction of the transmitter
device or remote.

Wireless DMX signal can penetrate walls, glass, metal, and most objects. However, there are many
factors that can effect and/or interrupt the wireless DMX signal, including the presence of people.
Therefore, it is highly recommended to position the wireless antenna a minimum of 9.8ft (3m) above
audiences to ensure optimum and reliable wireless DMX operation.

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DMX SETUP

DMX-512: DMX s short for Digital Multiplex. This is a universal protocol used as a form of communication
between intelligent fixtures and controllers. A DMX controller sends DMX data instructions from the
controller to the fixture. DMX data is sent as serial data that travels from fixture to fixture via the DATA
“IN” and DATA “OUT” XLR terminals located on all DMX fixtures (most controllers only have a DATA
“OUT” terminal).

DMX Linking: DMX is a language allowing all makes and models of different manufactures to be
linked together and operate from a single controller, as long as all fixtures and the controller are DMX
compliant. To ensure proper DMX data transmission, when using several DMX fixtures try to use the
shortest cable path possible. The order in which fixtures are connected in a DMX line does not influence
the DMX addressing. For example; a fixture assigned a DMX address of 1 may be placed anywhere in
a DMX line, at the beginning, at the end, or anywhere in the middle. When a fixture is assigned a DMX
address of 1, the DMX controller knows to send DATA assigned to address 1 to that unit, no matter
where it is located in the DMX chain.

Data Cable (DMX Cable) Requirements (For DMX Operation): This unit can be controlled via DMX-
512 protocol. Your unit and your DMX controller requires a 5-pin XLR connector for data input/output.
We recommend Accu-Cable DMX cables. If you are making your own cables, be sure to use standard
110-120 Ohm shielded cable (This cable may be purchased at almost all pro lighting stores). Your cables
should be made with a male and female XLR connector on either end of the cable. Also remember that
DMX cable must be daisy chained and cannot be split.

Notice: Be sure to follow figures two and three when making your own cables. Do not use the ground
lug on the XLR connector. Do not connect the cable’s shield conductor to the ground lug or allow the
shield conductor to come in contact with the XLR’s outer casing. Grounding the shield could cause a
short circuit and erratic behavior.

A DMX512 terminator reduces signal errors,
avoiding most signal reflection interference.
Connect PIN 2 (DMX-) and PIN3 (DMX+) of
the last fixture in series with a 120 Ohm, 1/4W
resistor to terminate the line.

Special Note: Line Termination. When longer runs of cable are used, you may need to use a terminator
on the last unit to avoid erratic behavior. A terminator is a 110-120 ohm 1/4 watt resistor which is con-
nected between pins 2 and 3 of a male XLR connector (DATA + and DATA -). This unit is inserted in the
female XLR connector of the last unit in your daisy chain to terminate the line. Using a cable terminator
(ADJ part number Z-DMX/T) will decrease the possibilities of erratic behavior.
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DMX ADDRESSING

All fixtures should be given a DMX starting address when using a DMX controller, so the correct fixture
responds to the correct control signal. This digital starting address is the channel number from which
the fixture starts to “listen” to the digital control signal sent out from the DMX controller. The assignment
of this starting DMX address is achieved by setting the correct DMX address on the digital control
display on the fixture.

You can set the same starting address for all fixtures or a group of fixtures, or set different addresses for
each individual fixture. Setting all fixtures to the same DMX address will cause all fixtures to react in the
same way, in other words, changing the settings of one channel will affect all the fixtures simultaneously.

If you set each fixture to a different DMX address, each unit will start to “listen” to the channel number
you have set, based on the quantity of DMX channels of each fixture. That means changing the settings
of one channel will only affect the selected fixture. In the case of the Focus Flex, when in 22 Channel
mode, you should set the starting DMX address of the first unit to 1, the second unit to 23 (1 + 22), the
third unit to 45 (1 + 22 + 22), the fourth unit to 67 (1 + 22 + 22 + 22), etc...

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DIMMER CURVE
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PRIMARY-SECONDARY SET UP

This function allows you to link units together to run in a Primary-Secondary set-up, in which one unit
will act as the controlling unit and the others will react to the controlling unit’s built-in programs. Any
unit can be configured to act as a Primary or as a Secondary, but only one unit in a given system can
be programmed to act as the Primary.

Primary-Secondary Connections and Settings:

1.

Daisy chain your units via the XLR connectors on the rear panels of each unit. Use standard XLR
data cables to link your units together. Remember that the male XLR connector is the input and
the female XLR connector is the ouput. The first unit in the chain (primary) will use the female XLR
connector only. The last unit in the chain will use the male XLR connector only.

Use the display screen and control panel to navigate to the Personality > Prim/Sec Mode, and
press ENTER.

The fixture can be set to Primary or Secondary. Select one or the other, depending on which mode
you would like the current fixture to use.

Make sure that only one unit is designated as the Primary, while all other units are designated as
Secondaries.

The secondary units will act in conjunction with the primary unit.
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POWER LINKING

This feature allows multiple units to be linked together by way of the power input and output sockets.
The maximum number of devices that can be connected in this manner is as follows:

* 2 units @ 240v

* Power linking is NOT possible when operating the fixture on 220v or less.

After this quantity has been reached, a new power outlet must be used to accommodate additional
devices.

Linked devices must be of the same make and model type. DO NOT mix devices!

ETHERNET LINKING

These fixtures may also be linked via the Ethernet ports on the connection panel, for use with ArtNet or
sACN operation, as illustrated below. Please refer to the manual for the controller that you are using for
information on setup limitations.

To link the fixtures in this way, link the Net Out port of your controller to the Net In port on the first fixture.
Then link the Net Out port on the first fixture to the Net In port of the next fixture in line, and continue
until all fixtures are linked in this manner. All connections should be made using an Ethernet type cable.
Refer to the image below (note that only the fixture bases are shown for clarity).

Linked devices must be of the same make and model type. DO NOT mix devices!

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CLEANING

Due to fog residue, smoke, and dust cleaning the internal and external optical lenses must be carried
out periodically to optimize light output.

+ Use normal glass cleaner and a soft cloth to wipe down the outside casing.

+ Clean the external optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 20 days.

+ Always be sure to dry all parts completely before plugging the unit back in.

Cleaning frequency depends on the environment in which the fixture operates (i.e. smoke, fog residue,
dust, dew).
