The frequency of cleaning depends on the environment in which the fixture 
operates: damp, smoky or particularly dirty environments can cause greater accumulation 
of dirt on the fixture’s optics. Clean periodically with a soft cloth to avoid dirt/debris 
accumulation.

NEVER use alcohol, solvents, or ammonia-based cleaners.

MAINTENANCE

Regular inspections are recommended to insure proper function and extended life. There 
are no user serviceable parts inside this fixture. Please refer all other service issues to an 
authorized Elation service technician. Should you need any spare parts, please order genuine 
parts from an authorized Elation dealer.

Please refer to the following points during routine inspections:
• A detailed electrical check by an approved electrical engineer every three months, to 

make sure the circuit contacts are in good condition and prevent overheating.
• Be sure all screws and fasteners are securely tightened at all times. Loose screws may fall 

out during normal operation, resulting in damage or injury as larger parts could fall.
• Check for any deformations on the housing, color lenses, rigging hardware and rigging 

points (ceiling, suspension, trussing). Deformations in the housing could allow for dust 
to enter into the fixture. Damaged rigging points or unsecured rigging could cause the 
fixture to fall and seriously injure a person(s).

This device features a mounting clamp attachment point built into the mounting bracket, as 
well as two safety cable attachment points located on the rear face of the fixture on either 
side of the control panel (see the illustration below). When mounting the fixture to a truss or 
any other suspended or overhead installation, be sure to secure an appropriately rated clamp 
(not included) to the clamp attachment point and attach a separate SAFETY CABLE of the 
appropriate safety rating to the safety cable rigging point.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
The Elation KL PAR FC is fully operational in three different mounting positions, hanging 
upside-down, mounted sideways on trussing, or set on a flat level surface. Be sure this fixture 
is kept at least 0.2m (7.9in.) away from any flammable materials (decoration etc.). Always use 
and install the supplied safety cable as a safety measure to prevent accidental damage and/or 
injury in the event the clamp fails. Never use the carrying handles for secondary attachment.

FALLING FIXTURES CAN CAUSE SEVERE INJURY OR SERIOUS EQUIPMENT

POTENTIAL INTERNAL FIXTURE DAMAGE FROM EXTERNAL SOURCES OF LIGHT BEAMS
External sources of light beams from direct sunlight, lighting moving head fixtures, and lasers, 
which are focused directly towards the exterior housing and/or penetrate the front lens 
opening of ELATION lighting fixtures, can cause severe internal damage including burning to 
optics, dichroic color filters, glass and metal gobos, prisms, animation wheels, frost filters, iris, 
shutters, motors, belts, wiring, discharge lamps, and LEDs.
This issue is not specific only to ELATION lighting fixtures, it is a common issue with lighting 
fixtures from all manufacturers. Although there is no true way to fully prevent this issue from 
happening, the guidelines below can prevent any potential damage from occurring if followed. 
Contact ELATION Service for more details.
DO NOT EXPOSE THE FIXTURE AND/OR FRONT LENS OPENING TO LIGHT BEAMS FROM 
DIRECT SUNLIGHT, OTHER LIGHTING MOVING HEAD FIXTURES, AND LASERS WHILE 
UNPACKING, INSTALLATION, USE, AND EXTENDED IDLE TIMES OUTDOORS. DO NOT FOCUS 
A LIGHT BEAM FROM ONE LIGHTING FIXTURE DIRECTLY TOWARDS ANOTHER.

LENS INSTALLATION
Push the Lens Locks inward and hold them in this position to open the Lens Lock Tab. While 
holding the Lens Locks, angle the Lens behind the Fixed Tab on opposite side of Lens Lock Tab, 
and rotate it into place. With the lens in position, release the Lens Locks. They will automatically 
move the Lens Lock Tab back into the locked position when released.

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REMOTE  DEVICE  MANAGEMENT  (RDM)
NOTE: In order for RDM to work properly, RDM enabled equipment must be used throughout 
the entire system, including DMX data splitters and wireless systems.

Remote Device Management (RDM) is a protocol that sits on top of the DMX512 data standard 
for lighting, and allows the DMX systems of the fixtures to be modified and monitored remotely. 
This protocol is ideal for instances in which a unit is installed in a location that is not easily 
accessible.

With RDM, the DMX512 system becomes bi-directional, allowing a compatible RDM enabled 
controller to send out a signal to devices on the wire, as well as allowing the fixture to respond 
(known as a GET command). The controller can then use its SET command to modify settings 
that would typically have to be changed or viewed directly via the unit’s display screen, 
including the DMX Address, DMX Channel Mode, and Temperature Sensors.

Please be aware that not all RDM devices support all RDM features, and therefore it is im-
portant to check beforehand to ensure that the equipment that you are considering includes 
all of the features that you require.

The KL PAR FC features our latest advanced fixture software, ColourTune Technology. This 
innovative software offers various features to enhance the control and precision of the fixture 
and the light it creates.

COLOR TUNING
This feature allows users to select between Highest Output, Highest Fidelity, or a blend 
of both. When Highest Output is chosen, the fixture prioritizes intensity by producing the 
selected CCT and color settings at maximum output while maintaining the best color fidelity 
possible. When Highest Fidelity is selected, the fixture prioritizes light quality by generating 
the selected CCT and color settings at the highest fidelity possible while offering the best 
intensity it can. The difference between fidelity and output changes varies depending on the 
CCT and color settings. Selecting Balanced Output and Fidelity equally prioritizes fidelity and 
output to produce the selected CCT and color settings with balanced fidelity and output.

OUTPUT BALANCE
Output Balance settings allow users to choose between Bright and Uniform (Elation Full 
Spectrum Match). This setting enables color tone balancing across multiple fixture models that 
also use Elation’s Full Spectrum Engine. Selecting the Uniform setting reduces the intensity 
of some primary colors to ensure all mixed colors match across multiple fixture models. The 
Uniform setting also ensures color temperature and output levels are closely matched across 
fixtures of the same model.

16-BIT CCT CONTROL
In a DMX mode with 16-bit CCT control, fully variable CCT values are available, and adjustments 
of 1 degree Kelvin are achievable.

DIM TO WARM
With this feature activated, the fixture emulates a tungsten lamp by decreasing the color 
temperature as it dims. This works with any set CCT value, and only affects the output if a 
base CCT is established.

WHITE POINT ADJUSTMENT
The White Point Adjustment feature allows users to set a desired CCT value, and then mix color 
from that white set point. This color can be mixed manually through adjusting the primary 
color channels, or by selecting a color in the virtual swatch book.

VIRTUAL SWATCH BOOK FADE
The ability to fade between two virtual swatch book color selections has been added. Users 
can select a fade time using the Dimmer Delay Time setting in the Dim Mode Control Channel. 
Changing between colors in the swatch book will then utilize the chosen timing.
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SYSTEM MENU
The fixture includes an easy to navigate system menu. The control panel display is located on 
the rear panel of the fixture (see image below) and provides access to the main system menu, 
where all necessary system adjustments are made to the fixture. During normal operation, 
pressing the MODE button once will access the fixture’s main menu. Once in the main menu 
you can navigate through the different functions and access the sub-menus with the DOWN 
and UP buttons. Once you reach a field that requires adjusting, press the ENTER button to 
activate that field and use the DOWN and UP buttons to adjust the field. Pressing the ENTER 
button once more will confirm the setting. Exit the main menu at any time without making 
any adjustments by pressing the MODE button.

The display screen will shut OFF automatically after 30 seconds of inactivity. To turn the 
display back on, press and hold the MODE button for 3 seconds.

A USB FLASH DRIVE CAN BE USED TO UPDATE THE FIXTURE TO THE LATEST 
SOFTWARE. Using a USB Flash Drive loaded with the latest software, insert it 
into the USB Service Port, then navigate to PERSONALITY/SERVICE, enter the 
passcode (050), and select UPDATE SOFTWARE.
