The
sound source should not be below the plane of the mounting surface.

® Audio-Technica has developed a special RFl-shielding mechanism, which is an
integral part of the connectors in the UniPoint® line. If you remove or replace the
connectors, you may adversely affect the unit's RFl immunity.

® Placing any object on a surface (such as a conference table) before its finish is fully
cured may result in damage to the finish.

B Connection procedure

Connect the output terminals of the microphone to a device that has a microphone
input (balanced input) compatible with a phantom power supply.
The output connector is an XLRM-type with polarity as shown in the figure below.
