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VF Flurry Description

The new VF Flurry snow machine features a snow juice level sensor.
When the snow juice level reaches a low level, a bult-in sensor inside
the reservoir will automatically shut off the pump. This will greatly
expand the life of the pump.

This unit includes a switch located on the rear panel that allows
you to control the speed of the air pump located inside the unit.
This switch controls the size of the flakes that are produced by the
machine. In the max position the air flow will be low, producing larger
flakes. In the minimum position the air flow will be higher produc-
ing smaller flakes. The snow output volume is controlled using the
included remote control.

VF Flurry Set-Up

1. Open the shipping carton and carefully remove the unit from the
shipping carton.

2. Be sure to remove all the packing material especially around the
nozzle/sock.

3. Set the snow machine on a flat dry surface. Locate the included
bracket from the package and install it using the supplied hard-
ware to the side casing. Note: The bracket is an optional accesso-
ry and may not be used if desired, however if you intend to sus-
pend the unit from truss the bracket must be used.

4. Remove the fluid reservoir and fill it with American DJe brand
snhow juice only and replace the reservair.

5. Place the feeder tube with the filter deep inside the reservoir and
tighten the cap.

6. Using the switch on the rear of the unit, set the air volume output
to either the minimum setting (small snow flakes) or the maximum
setting (large snow flakes).

7. Firmly attach the remote control unit to the rear remote control
socket on the unit. Turn the rotary knob, clockwise to set
a small to large snow output.

8. Plug the unit in to a matching power supply. Switch on the main
power located on the rear of the unit.
NOTE: The liquid reservoir will glow red when power is applied.
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VF Flurry Operating Instructions

Always be sure to maintain an adequate supply of American
DJe Brand Snow Juice in the fluid reservoir. The pump will shut
off automatically when the snow juice reaches a certain level.
Running the snow machine dry will cause pump failure and or
clogging. This is the largest cause of failure in snow machines.
Only American DJ» Snow Juice is recommended because not all
snow juice is created equal.

Manual Remote Operation: Connect the included remote control to
the snow machine and plug the machine into a matching power out-
let. The red LED (liquid) will glow when there is enough snow fluid in
the tank. When there is not enough fluid, the red LED will flash. The
green LED will glow when the snow machine is in use. To emit snow,
adjust the OUTPUT VOLUME knob to your desired and then press
the ON/OFF button on the remote for desired length of time. If the
green LED is on and snow does not come out after holding the but-
ton down for 30 seconds, check the fluid tank and hose to make sure
there is fluid going through the hose.

Caution: Before removing or replacing the remote control
unit disconnect the power cord.

The VF Flurry snow machine carries a one year (365 days) lim-
ited warranty. Please fill out the enclosed warranty card to vali-
date your purchase.

If you experience low snow output, pump noise, or no snow
output at all, disconnect and discontinue use immediately. Do
not attempt to continue pushing the remote control’s activa-
tion button as this may damage the snow machine. Check fluid
level, the external fuse, remote connection, and be sure the wall
outlet is sending power. If all of the above appear to be okay,
and the unit fails to operate correctly, the unit will require ser-
vice. Please contact ADJ Products, LLC.

VF Flurry Proper Storage and Maintenance

When storing your snow machine be sure to store it in a cool
area. Cover the machine so that dust does not build up on the
unit. When storing the machine for long periods of time, it is
highly advised to at least run the machine every 3-4 months.
